Shrewsbury School is best approached from the A5 by-pass 
taking the A488 towards the town. 
At the next roundabout, turn right 
on to the Roman Road (B4380). 

Take the next turn left into Kennedy Road, 
with the school grounds to the left, 

and then left and right into Ashton Road. 
The main entrance gates are on the left. 

There is parking on the school site and in places on Ashton Road. 
Try to avoid the town centre:
